Reminders for Non- Uniform Days: 

Non-uniform days - for birthdays/unbirthdays, special field trips, etc. students are expected to 

wear appropriate, acceptable clothing with no beer/cigarette advertisements, inappropriate words 

or phrases; no tank tops, including "cold shoulder" tops, spaghetti straps, or shirts that show the 

tummy; there should be no rips or tears in clothing; hats are not. to be worn in classes, at lunch, or 

in church, unless the privilege is granted for a special purpose.
